January.

A list of grant recipients is posted online the third week of

January.

The club’s 2019-2020 dues must be paid before YOF grant

checks can be issued.

A YOF Final Grant Report is due at the end of the grant cycle

(January 1).

The Youth Opportunities Fund is an endowed fund of the Kiwanis

Children’s Fund, which provides grants to the Key Club and Key

Club members for scholarships and service opportunities.
